Goal Setting

In September students set goals related to their learning and behaviour. Goals are to be Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Realistic, and Timely. These goals become behavioural guides for students to successfully manage their learning goals. 

Activity

Throughout the term, students engage in learning activities to reinforce curricular concepts and outcomes. Students participate in establishing learning goals and setting criteria for projects.

Assessment & Reflection

Students assess their work according to the established criteria and reflect on their behaviours as active and engaged learners. Students complete a “Self-critique” of their work by commenting specifically on the extent to which their product meets criteria and creating a summary statement that reflects behaviours and strategies learned/used/discovered to guide future work.
Teachers also assess content according to the established criteria and respond to summary reflections. This is an ongoing dialogue about learning behaviours and strategies in the context of individual assignments throughout the year.

Portfolio

Samples of student work are entered into their portfolios to serve as evidence of their achievements and accomplishments. This artifact records the ongoing dialogue between student and teacher as evidenced in the reflections and responses. The pieces themselves are the evidence to support the statements made.

Growth Statement

Growth Statements are summary statements of their work over the course of the preceding term. Using evidence from their portfolios, and reviewing the dialogue and reflections accompanying each assignment, students make statements of their accomplishments, their growth, and how well they have been meeting their goals. As the primary audience for these documents are parents, statements need to be precise
